
 

GENDER - BASED VIOLENCE: 

Any form of violence against a person occurring 

because of his/her gender or sexual orientation. 

 

 

Gender-based violence can be: 

• PSYCHOLOGICAL VIOLENCE: Insults, loud voices, unnecessary 

charges, criticism, jealousy, threats, destruction of personal 

belongings - Lack of freedom and isolation from family or friends, 

prohibition of social activities. 

• PHYSICAL VIOLENCE: Bumps, slaps, kicks, food and water 

deprivation. 

• SEXUAL VIOLENCE: Sexual harassment, rape. 

• ECONOMIC VIOLENCE: Preclusion from the possibility to work, 

prohibition of access to money and bank accounts.
